It’s Not About Silver and Gold 

Acts 3:6 (NIV)  
6 Then Peter said, "Silver or gold I do not have, but what I have I give you. In the name of Jesus Christ of 
Nazareth, walk."  
 

I know many of you are familiar with this story of the crippled man’s healing as he sat begging at the 
entrance to the Temple.  Take a look at the beginning of the story in Acts Chapter 3. 
 

Acts 3:1-5 (NIV)  
1 One day Peter and John were going up to the temple at the time of prayer--at three in the afternoon.  
2 Now a man crippled from birth was being carried to the temple gate called Beautiful, where he was 
put every day to beg from those going into the temple courts.  
3 When he saw Peter and John about to enter, he asked them for money.  
4 Peter looked straight at him, as did John. Then Peter said, "Look at us!"  
5 So the man gave them his attention, expecting to get something from them.  
 

As the man looked at Peter and John, he was expecting to receive some monetary gift.  However, Peter 
gives him more than he asked for as he told him ‘In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, walk’.  The 
man wanted money but Peter gave him Jesus.  Even though he had been crippled from birth, he was 
miraculously healed in the name of Jesus Christ. 
 

This story is much like the story of many persons who attend a Walk to Emmaus.  They sign up for the 
Weekend not really knowing what to expect or maybe expecting a time of rest.  When the Weekend 
comes to an end, they like the man at the Temple gate have been healed in the name of Jesus Christ.   
The Lord reaches down and touches them at their point of need.  As a result they leave the Asbury 
Campus jumping and rejoicing in what the Lord has done. 
 
So, we as sponsors are filling the same role as Peter and John.  We are taking our pilgrim by the hand 
and saying:  “In the name of Jesus Christ, stand up and Walk”.  What an opportunity the Lord has 
given each one of us, we sponsor a pilgrim and the Lord changes their heart for eternity.  It’s not 
about silver or about gold, it’s about His name and what He wants to do in the lives of His children. 
 

Ask the Lord to show you that person or persons He wants you to take by the hand and assist Him in 
carrying out His plan for their lives.

night. 9An angel of the Lord appeared to them, and the glory of the Lord shone around them, 

and they were terrified. 10But the angel said to them, “Do not be afraid. I bring you good news 

of great joy that will be for all the people. 11Today in the town of David a Savior has been born 

to you; he is Christa the Lord. 12This will be a sign to you: You will find a baby wrapped in 

cloths and lying in a manger.” 

13Suddenly a great company of the heavenly host appeared with the angel, praising God and 

saying, 

14“Glory to God in the highest, 

and on earth peace to men on whom his favor rests.” 

15When the angels had left them and gone into heaven, the shepherds said to one another, 

“Let’s go to Bethlehem and see this thing that has happened, which the Lord has told us 

about.” 

16So they hurried off and found Mary and Joseph, and the baby, who was lying in the 

manger. 17When they had seen him, they spread the word concerning what had been told 

them about this child, 18and all who heard it were amazed at what the shepherds said to 

them. 19But Mary treasured up all these things and pondered them in her heart. 20The 

shepherds returned, glorifying and praising God for all the things they had heard and seen, 

which were just as they had been told.

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Chrysalis and Journey Flights:  EXCITING NEWS!!!   

There have been a few changes that have taken place due to the implementation of our new Journey 

Flight.  The age range for Chrysalis has been extended down!  Here’s the breakdown: 

High School Freshman thru High School Senior = should attend a Chrysalis Retreat. 

High School Graduate (or equivalent age) thru age 26 = should attend the new Journey Chrysalis. 

There are some stipulations:   

1. Sponsors should pray before randomly sending a Freshman on this retreat…just as you should 

with EVERYONE you sponsor.  BUT we feel this is a great way to have a more positive impact 

on young people starting a little earlier than before.   

2. You will notice that there are no longer “Age” restrictions placed on the Chrysalis retreat.  This 

brought up some concern about an age disparity, but we trust in the Sponsor’s ability to 

recognize whether a young person is ready to go or not.  (Freshmen can attend the Feb walk in 

2013 and in-coming Freshmen can attend the August flight before they start school) 

3. If you graduate High School after the Journey takes place and would rather attend the late 

Summer Chrysalis flight, as long as you are still 18, that is allowed.  We make this allowance, 

because at this time there is only one Journey scheduled for 2013. 

4. To attend the Journey, you still need a sponsor.  You need to be a high school graduate (or 

equivalent age) and no older than 26.  You must be single and never married (married folks 

should consider an Emmaus Walk).  The conference room teams will consist of adults only, just 

like an Emmaus Walk.  Teens may help out behind the scenes though, if they would like.      

5. If there is a question or a request about either the Chrysalis Flights or the Journey Flights 

please contact Michael Deaton and he will be happy to answer your questions. 

I know that to some, these changes are monstrous.  But I hope, as the community, we can begin to 

pray that God will begin sending us these Freshmen and they will experience the Spirit in a new and 

powerful way and be able to stand stronger throughout their whole high school career.  AND let’s not 

forget the Young Adults.  This is an opportunity to swing open the door to a group that is largely 

under-utilized within the normal church.  Hopefully we will see young people gathering together in 

reunion groups on campuses and in coffee houses and sharing the WORD with each other.  I don’t 

know about you, but this makes me super-excited.   

CONSIDER SPONSORSHIP:  Neither one of these flights will go without people to attend.  At the 

time of this newsletter we have ZERO for the February Chrysalis.  That needs to change!  Let’s sound 

the charge, and with the new opportunity to sponsor an even greater age range, we can ROCK this and 

FILL these FLIGHTS!
